Gwen.  Gwen’s father died recently.  Pray that she will know the comfort of the Lord.  
Thank God for Peter’s willingness to help other pastors where needed and pray that 
the Lord will restore his health and provide him with the energy and strength he 
needs. 
 

Sunday 28th May  Philippines:- Pastor Loven and Pastor Roland write how good 
God is to them and their miners as there have been no incidents or accidents 
recently.  Praise the Lord for His love and protection. They value the prayers of IMM 
supporters. 
 

Monday 29th May  Stuart Burns (IMM USA) writes; “ I received news from Santos 
Valero, IMM Peru Coordinator, letting us know that some miners and others have 
recently died unexpectedly - people we have met.  In Bolivia, Eliseo Quispe, IMM 
Bolivia Coordinator, recently lost his sister in an automobile accident.  These events 
remind us that there is an URGENCY to get the Gospel out to miners and others who 
do not know Christ, no matter where they are”. Please pray that all IMM will hear 
the call of the Lord responding as Isaiah “Here I am, Send me”.

Maria has requested prayers for the 
spiritual development and maturity among students in 
the Miners’ Bible discipleship program, that they are 
willing to share their faith in Jesus with others. Pray 
also that many young people turn to the Lord and 
show willingness to obey the Lord as Maria disciples 18 
of them.

Burundi’s political situation improve is tragically slow. People in general 
remain deeply discouraged, with many scared and hungry. Please pray 
for the Christians in this country that they will be led by the Lord and 
make a difference.

Wednesday 5th April  Burundi:-  Onesphore Manirakiza of Harvest Initiatives, an 
IMM partner Mission, tells us that Etienne and Chantal are doing very well and now 
have two boys and a girl. They use different strategies to reach into the mining 
communities providing good News Clubs for the kids, football for the youth and 
Discover Groups for adult miners.  Thank God for this creative couple who have 
such a heart for lost souls. 
 

Thursday 6th April  Sierra Leone:- Pastor Dennis Mannah is now able to take the 
‘Jesus’ film out into remote villages where whole village communities flock to see 
the film shown in their own heart-language, Mende.  Pray that many hearts will be 
softened and ready to receive the love of the Lord Jesus Christ. Praise God that so 
many opportunities to present God’s Word in new and effective ways are opening 
up for IMM.  

 
Friday 7th April  Sierra Leone:-  Thank God for 
the interest shown in Dennis’ film ministry.  
Pray that the Holy Spirit will stir up hungry 
hearts who want to know more about the 
Saving Grace of the Lord Jesus.

Tuesday 23rd May Philippines:-  Peter Robertson has spent time with IMM Advisor 
Bishop Joy Bendow and his wife from the Philippines in Australia. Thank the Lord 
that they are able to share in the ministry and offer reciprocal support and 
encouragement as they seek to encourage and support the four evangelists 
faithfully speaking the Gospel to the miners in the remotest parts of the Philippines.

They rejoice to see that they are 
not only awarded a certificate, but also receive a Bible for themselves. Please pray 
for strength and encouragement for Pookkattu and Molly. 
 

Thursday 25th May  Zimbabwe:- The fellowship of believers in Mkotosi is full of joy 
as they see how the building of their future church is proceeding. “It is hardly 
possible to say in words, how grateful we are to IMM Switzerland for their financial 
support of this project,” writes Pastor Elias Katiyo of the Mine Ministry team. “May 
God bless you for this magnificent gesture of love.” Many children in the area go to 
school without shoes and others are without uniforms. Some are HIV positive. 
Please pray. 
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Monday 15th May  Zimbabwe:- Pastor Pardon Chingovo, who leads the ‘Mine 
Ministry’ team is rejoicing that Evangelist Tafadzwa Chikudo has joined them full 
time as pastor in West Nicholson and Gwanda churches. Pardon is involved in 
training Tafadzwa to get experience in the many tasks in overseeing the ministry in 
this area where asbestos, gold and chrome mines are situated. Since starting his 
work Tafadzwa has seen 21 people give their lives to Christ. He is full of joy and very 
encouraged. So are we! Hallelujah!  
 

Tuesday 16th May  Peru:- Roberto Masca shares his thoughts and feelings as he 
takes the Gospel message to miners in Orcopampa.  Pray for him and others 
experiencing the same doubts and hardships. “With the blessing of God I have 
started doing evangelistic work door to door handing out leaflets. Some rejected me 
and  I said they are ready to go to hell. Also I make pastoral visits to the weaker 
brethren, beginning to visit from 3am , walking 3-4 hours each walk home, often 
tired, hungry and thirsty.  At night the word of God is taught to 10 or 11pm, often 
cold and wet from the rain. Sometimes there are good results, other times no result; 
I just hope that God gives the growth, we are just sowers of the Word. Sometimes I 
feel discouraged by the results I see. I just put it in God's hands. He alone knows it is 
so. The Word of God tells me that I have to continue working in the Lord's harvest 
and our labour is not in vain. I Corinthians 15:58” 
 

Wednesday 17th May  South Africa:- Praise the Lord for the many children growing in 
the mining community churches showing spiritual growth and evidence of their faith 
in the Lord and in His Word. 

 

Thursday 18th May  South Africa:- Pastor Mohau needs prayers for the health of his 
wife Bulelwa as she has been unwell due to some medication taken which has 
affected her. Mohau’s mother has also been unwell.  Pray that they both recover 
quickly and are able to serve the Lord in good health.  Thank the Lord for Mohau 
who has been taking care of them and continuing with his ministry in the mining 
community. 
 

Friday 19th May  Ukraine:- Alexy writes that last year the new religious law was 
registered in Russia which terrorists accepted for occupied territories immediately.

Please pray that pastors will be given 
the wisdom of the Lord, and courage not to compromise on important issues of 
faith, and that they will be good witnesses to the Love of the Lord in this dark time 
over Ukraine.

Sunday 9th April  Pastors and Evangelists supported by the IMM work in difficult 
environments in difficult parts of the world e.g. Ukraine, Sierra Leone, Kenya, 
Romania, Bolivia, Peru, Ethiopia, Burundi and the Philippines. They all covet your 
prayers for miners and their families who suffer various forms of social injustices, 
poverty and illness around the world. 
 

Monday 10th April  Zimbabwe:- (Kadoma)  Kelvin Chipangura is a young and 
enthusiastic pastor/evangelist with a heart of compassion for the mining 
communities where families are trapped in poverty.  Daily he encourages miners in 
the Word and presents the Gospel of salvation to those who do not know the Lord. 
Please pray for Kelvin for God to give him strength, power, and wisdom to preach 
the gospel without fear.  
 

Tuesday 11th April   Zimbabwe:-  Pastor Pardon Chingovo has been busy 
distributing the recent gift of Bibles paid for by GLiFA (Good Literature for All) in 
Switzerland. He writes; “We thank you very much for the support you are giving to 
us.

 April  Ukraine:-   IMMUK give thanks and praise to God for 
answered prayer, and for the partnership of individual supporters and churches to 
the ministry.   We are grateful to the congregation who has a passion for children in 
Ukraine to learn about the Saving Grace of Jesus and partake and enjoy Summer 
Camps. A fundraising initiative in the church has been started to raise £250 for 
these to take place in the summer, this being half the total needed. The situation in 
the war zone continues to be difficult with fighting flaring up from time to time, so 
please pray for the safety of the pastors and churches in the area. 
 

Thursday 13th April  Prayer is especially requested for IMM Trustee, John Doohan 
who will be undergoing surgery today. We do pray for John and his wife Christine 
at this difficult time. May there be a good outcome to surgery and a quick recovery 
for John. 
 

Friday 14th April  Pray for the Rodrigues’ ministry to the Mozambican Portuguese 
speaking miners working in South Africa. May they know the favour of the Lord and 
be aware of His presence with them as they share the love and compassion of the 
Lord with so many who need to feel His touch in their lives.

Sunday 16th April  Romania:-  Pastors 
and evangelists Sami Trașca, Mihai Dragu 
and Bebe Tulpan are enthusiastic and 
diligent in undertaking the Lord’s work to 
share the Gospel in the mining 
communities.  Thank the Lord for His 
encouragement when they see the hearts 
of men softened and become interested 
in the Lord Jesus Christ they are 
preaching about. Pray that there will be 
even greater interest and a rich harvest in 
this poor mining area which has such 
little available work for many in the 
community. 
 

Monday 17th April  Bolivia:-  Ruben Paco heads up IMM’s work in Bolivia. He has 
recently suffered ill health and asks for our prayers that he will experience the 
healing touch of the Lord.  Ruben has built relationships with several churches, 
key individuals in the area including the mining cooperatives, and discipleship 
programs are underway. Pray that he will know the Lord’s guiding as he seeks to 
share his love of the Lord. 
  

Tuesday 18th April  Ukraine:- Andrey writes “Our rehab-centre is 7 years old with 
more than 400 persons having passed through. Many of them visited 2,3,4 and 
more times. For some people one session of rehabilitation is enough, but others 
have to come back several times – just this way they come to understand, 
appreciate and accept the grace of Christ. But some of them go out without 
accepting Christ. And there is hope in our hearts because they heard the Word of 
God and know already whom to go to, and who can help them. We work with 
drug addicts and alcoholics, the homeless, the sick, the disabled, criminals and 
those who have faced the hard life circumstances as a result of the war in Donbas 
coal mining area. Former soldiers too are looking for help. God doesn’t leave us – 
He helps us using your hands.” 9 

 

Wednesday 10th May 

Ukraine:- Alexander values IMM prayer and financial support as he actively takes 
the Gospel to the citizens and refugees. Thank the Lord for the new church started 
in Stenki  village and it’s heart to evangelize and provide both spiritual and physical 
food to those in such desperate need. At Christmas they erected a prayer tent in 
the centre of Chasov Yar enabling the local people to hear the Word of God, pray 
and drink hot tea. Thank God for Alexander’s passionate faith and sacrificial love; 
please pray that he will be strengthened and encouraged in the Lord. 
 

Thursday 11th May  Ethiopia:- We thank God for raising up wise leaders like Gobena 
Gumi, who acts as zonal leader in the Shakiso mining area. He is now overseeing 23 
churches in the area (IMM raised funds for Gobena to have a motorbike). Please 
pray for the planning and building of the Vicotry Training Centre in the nearby town 
of Kibre Mengist, which will be invaluable for the ongoing training of IMM 
sponsored Pastors and Evangelists. 
 

Friday 12th May  Kenya:-  There has been a severe drought in western Kenya and 
Uganda. Simon Okoyo of Miner to Miner Ministries asks us to pray for Jehovah 
Jireh’s help in this situation. This drought is now becoming a potential catastrophe 
for several countries in the area. 
 

Saturday 13th May  Worldwide:- International Mining Companies see themselves 
responsible to their shareholders who expect returns on investment and are often 
insensitive to their neighbours in the host countries where they operate. Please 
pray that efforts to improve corporate social responsibility are taken seriously by 
the Boards and management of these Multi National Corporations. 
 

Sunday 14th May  Zimbabwe:- The long awaited hope that foreign investment in the 
mines will resume, so that many might reopen, continues to be a ‘pipe-dream’. 
Indeed working mines continue to close. Many people see no jobs for themselves 
and their children. In this desperate situation the only answer is the Good News of 
Jesus Christ. Jesus is the only refuge and many are turning to the Lord. Please pray 
that many more will respond to the message of hope that the ‘Mine Mission’ 
pastors and evangelists bring in this atmosphere of despair. 
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Wednesday 3rd May  Burundi:- Etienne and Chantal live in an area which is 
dominated with other beliefs.  Please hold them in prayer that the Lord will bless 
them with wisdom in all their relationships and that the Lord will give them favour 
with the local authorities and provide them with protection and success in their 
outreach to the lost.

Saturday 6th May  Sierra Leone:- One of the areas previously supported by IMM was 
the work in Moriba Town. As a large mining area, it has been in our prayers that a 
new opening to reach a place with great spiritual needs would open up once more. 
However, praise God, Jayne (IMM co-ordinator) tells us that it is possible that a 
team of Bible school students may be taken to Moriba Town to be involved in 
mission outreach there. Please pray for this door to open wide to the Gospel being 
preached again. 
 

Sunday 7th May  Kenya:-  Simon Okoyo’s wife Dorothy is soon to give birth to their 
third child, and he is very grateful for the financial support from the IMM which 
supplements their income from the church and their small restaurant. 
 

Monday 8th May  South Africa:- Growth of the Miners Bible School has spread to 
the townships of Moruleng and Manomagoteng by Pastor Moses Sello who serves 
in the Platinum Mine laboratory. Moses has 7 students registered in the discipleship 
training course with two of them nearing completion, and many others are showing 
interest in enrolling to the MBS Discipleship program. Please pray for those who do 
not yet know the Lord that they will be made Disciples.  May the harvest be fruitful. 
 

Tuesday 9th May  Kenya:- Rev. Cap Simon Okoyo’s desire is that he will be able to 
get finance for Bibles in the Luo language which he wants to distribute among the 
gold miners and their families.  Some have also requested songbooks for family use 
when worshipping at home. Any donations towards fulfilling this hope, however 
modest, will be gratefully received. 5 

 

Wednesday 19th April  Ukraine:- Andrey writes; “Our family of rehabilitated 
members prepare dinners for homeless and needy people - they cook hot meals 
and preach the Gospel for them. During wartime our rehabilitated members are 
involved in work with refugees actively, they clean the streets of our town and 
help at our local hospital. Several years ago the new Church was started in the 
Stenki village near Chasov Yar. There God has lit a lamp of hope for a small group 
of people, soon a Church was built and one of our rehabilitated members 
ministers as a pastor there”. Praise the Lord for lives transformed and for the 
spread of the Gospel through the love and care of Andrey and Christina and their 
team. 
 
Thursday 20

th
 April  Burundi:- This small country needs the Lord’s divine 

intervention as lawlessness and violence spreads like a rash over the land.  There 
are so many refugees fleeing to Tanzania that the authorities there are struggling 
to cope.  There are 3 refugee camps overflowing with desperate and frightened 
Burundians living in appalling conditions a fourth is called for.  Seriously the 
Tanzanians are considering closing the border.    
 
Friday 21st April  South Africa:- Patrick Langa has already acquired a double plot 
for a community ministry to reach out into the platinum mining community next 
to the Pretoria-Sun city highway in Legalong township.  May the Lord grant him 
wisdom and insight as the needs of the community changes and more 
professional people are relocating here. Rev. Seelan, IMMSA Chairman, and 
Patrick were joined by a local young man as they prayed asking the Lord to 
provide a building. 
 

Saturday 22nd April  South Africa:-  άIMMSA take this opportunity to thank the 
Lord of the Harvest who compels us to persevere and continue the Miners Bible 
School ministry in the mining communities. Visitation, follow up and open air 
evangelism continued at Kloof, Lebanon, and Glenharvie mines by Rev. Elijah 
Dube. The Lord enabled us to begin MBS with the Lebanon Xhosa miners. The fruit 
of the ministry by end of the year 2016 is that we have six graduated and another 
13 are in various lessons and two others are closer to graduation. Those who 
graduated will move to level 2 in 2017.” Pray for Elijah as he enjoys having his 
grandson with his family.  Praise the Lord! 
 

Sunday 23rd April  South Africa:- Praise the Lord for Moses Hlongwane who in 
spite of  his physical limitations (Moses lost his leg in a mining accident)  is serving 
the Lord and showing fruitfulness in building marriages, family relationships, and 
helping others to study the Word and apply Christian doctrine in their lives. 
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Monday 24th April  Romania:- Pastor Marian and his wife, Gabi write; “We are, as 
you know, intensely involved in preaching  the Gospel in our area, travelling weekly, 
to mining communities like Sambotin, Targu-Carbunești, Prigoria, and Floresteni. At 
Floresteni the meetings are in a house of a family as there is no church building 
there.  The husband is a former miner, and their son is very open to the Gospel- he 
asks questions and wants to know more and more about Christian theology, perhaps 
in the future he will be the man who is involved in the work of Floresteni”. 
 

Tuesday 25th April   The Church in Ethiopia is growing fast in a region where there 
are many other religions.  Land has been identified in the area around Shakiso 
where there could possibly be further churches built.  Pray that Beletew K. and his 
team will know the Lord’s guidance.  As more people come to the Lord in the mining 
zone there is great need for godly shepherds to teach and disciple growing them in 
the faith. Please pray that the Lord of the Harvest will grow these spiritual leaders 
and give them pastors with hearts full of wisdom and compassion.  
 

Wednesday 26th April  The situation in Ukraine continues without any indication of 
peace and normality returning to the area.  Refugees are still pouring into the region 
fleeing the war zone, many having lost everything.  There is little or no work.  Alexy 
writes: άTime to time I find some work to do but mostly I help refugees with 
different questions, I have helped churches by collecting firewood, to fix electric 
lines on the roofs after a strong wind, etc.” Please pray for encouragement, 
strength, and wisdom for all those sharing the Love of the Lord Jesus Christ in this 
war torn area.  Pray that the Peace of the Lord Jesus will impact hearts and minds 
and especially that Alexy and His family will experience the ‘Joy of the Lord’ and His 
provision. 
 

Thursday 27th April  Peru:- Rene Churata has served the Lord faithfully through 
IMM for more than 10 years.  He travels 10 hours by overnight bus to reach remote 
Orcopampa, where he distributes tracts to all the miners. Rene writes: “God spoke 
through a tract to a miner, Andres Anca Pila. He is 
52, has 4 children and has been a miner for 17 
years. He has been a believer for 15 years. 
However, at the moment he received the tract, he 
was far from God – lost. He had suffered spiritual 
decay for 5 years. The leaflet was about the family 
and it led him to reflect on his personal life. Shortly 
later, he was reconciled to the Lord. Today, he is in 
the Church serving the Lord. The promise of God 
has been fulfilled again, Glory to God.” 
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Friday 28th April  Stuart Burns (IMM USA) asks for prayer for one or more couples 
to join IMM and come alongside him to learn the IMM work with a view to 
eventually taking it over.  And another need has been identified for a couple to 
come alongside Pookkattu and Molly Paul in South Africa. Hope and desire for IMM 
to widen its influence, possibly to India and elsewhere provides a need for more 
people of vision to join the team.  
 

Saturday 29th April  IMMUSA is celebrating it’s 25th year and is seeking to hold 
some events to both celebrate but also to increase the awareness of the work of 
the International Miners’ Mission.  There is a need for more pastors and evangelists 
in Peru, Chile and Mexico, Argentina, Brazil, Guyana, Colombia, Canada and 
Equador, to reach out to mining communities.  The Lord is able to do far more than 
we can imagine.  Pray that these men of vision are surprised by the response of 
God to their prayers of faith and that IMM can make a difference to miners where 
there is no one proclaiming the Gospel. 
 

Sunday 30th April  Bolivia:- God willing, Nicholas and Beatriz will move to a mining 
town and live there in the middle of the mining families. This move will be a 
challenge, but they are used to travelling and look forward to teaching Bible 
courses in homes, and having times of prayer and fellowship. Beatriz believes it will 
be a great blessing.  Thank the Lord for the provision of funds for Beatriz to have 
surgery on her ankle which has not properly healed since her accident two years 
ago.  Praise Him for a generous heart that responded to Beatriz’s need. 

 

Monday 1st May  Ukraine:- Because of fighting many families have fled their homes 
and are refugees in cities like Bakhmut. Pastors Vasily and Alexander and the 
churches they lead have been extremely active in ministering both practically and 
spiritually to those in great need. Please keep them in your prayers as we in IMM 
seek to support them financially and encourage them as much as we can. (Constant 
financial support for this ministry to refugees is needed.) Truly they are going the 
extra mile as they share every resource they have with brothers and sisters forced 
to leave their own homes and run for their lives. Praise God many are joining in 
church services and finding refuge and forgiveness in Jesus as Saviour. So out of 
bitter conflict peace with God is found, and the church of Jesus Christ grows.
