But the hand of our Saviour is visible - He gives salvation to any sinner if he 
turns to Him sincerely. So we help them and we are happy of the fact God uses us and 

you in this ministryò. 
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 Friday 16th June  South Africa:- Patrick Langa is a man with a vision and a passion, 
and has already acquired a double plot for a community ministry to reach out into the 
platinum mining community next to the Pretoria-Sun city highway in Legalong 
township.
